2011 MARKET RULES

The Broad Branch (Chevy Chase) farmers’ market is a producer only market aimed at providing fresh produce, flowers, plants, meats, cheeses, and baked goods to the Chevy Chase community while promoting sustainable agriculture.  Sustainable agriculture requires economic viability, eco-friendly production techniques that preserve water and soil resources (e.g. organic, IPM, and biodynamic), limited transport of food and dependence on fossil fuels, and a strong connection between the producers and the consumers.  The rules stated herein have been developed with the intent of fostering a vibrant market that serves the community with high-quality, safe food while boosting the local farming economy to preserve our agricultural heritage.

1.  Producer-Only Requirement.

This is a producer-only market, which means that you may sell only items that you have produced at your farm/establishment.  Absolutely NO resale of items will be tolerated.  Violation of the Producer-Only rule constitutes grounds for immediate expulsion from the market.

2.  Regional Qualification.
This market supports sustainable production techniques and serves as a vehicle fostering a link between consumers and locally-grown produce.  In order to qualify for this market, your operation must be within 200 miles of Washington, D.C.  

3.  Production Plan List and Farm Map.

You are responsible for submitting a list indicating the items you plan to produce for sale during the 2011 market season.  Items not included on this list will not be permissible for marketing.  This will assist the market committee in creating a diverse market and in determining if vendors are selling items they have not produced.  In addition, farmers must submit a crop map indicating the location of each crop to be grown for the 2011 season.  Your crop list and crop map(s) must be submitted with this application. 

4.  Farm/Operation Inspection.
All vendors are obliged to agree to unannounced farm/establishment visits by the market committee.  Your operation is subject to inspection by a market committee member during normal business hours (8:00 am – 5:00 pm).  Inspection will be solely for the purpose of verifying that you are producing the items you sell at the market.  You must submit directions to your farm/business with this application.    

5. Hours of Sale.
The market will be open from 9 am to 1 pm on Saturdays only.  In order to ensure fairness and encourage healthy competition among vendors, no vendor may sell any item before 9 am.  This allows vendors ample time to set-up and provides consistency for the customers.  The Market Master (See item 6) will announce the opening of the market.  In addition, no vendor may leave the market before 1 pm.  Vendors choosing to stay later than 1 pm may do so at their own discretion, but they must begin packing and clearing the area at 1 pm to permit other vendors to exit freely.  Repeated failure to comply with the Hours of Sale rule will be grounds for expulsion from the market.

6.  Market Master.
One vendor will be designated as “Market Master” by the Market Committee on an annual basis.  The Market Master will have the following responsibilities: 1-) Placing advertisement signs on streets in the market vicinity before 9 am on market days, 2-) Retrieving advertisement signs and storing them during the week, 3-) Overseeing smooth operation of the market each Saturday (including coordinating set-up, announcing the start of sales, and enforcing compliance of market rules), 4-) Distributing applications on an annual basis, 5-) Procuring new signage as necessary, 6-) Serving on the market committee and performing administrative work associated with market organization.  For his/her services, the Market Master will receive a full-price discount on market fees for the season (See Item 9).  In the event that the Market Master opts not to participate in Winter Market, a second Market Master will be designated, and s/he will receive full-price discount on Winter Market fees. 

7.  Attendance Requirements.

The Summer Market will officially run from April 17 to November 20, 2011.  A minimum attendance of 80 percent of Summer Market days is required for consideration for admission to the market, in order to ensure that the market thrives and gains consumer support.  Poor Summer Market attendance will be grounds for expulsion from the market, subject to vote by the market committee.  The Winter Market will officially run from November 27 to April 10, 2012.  Attendance during Winter Market months is at the individual vendor’s discretion.
8.  Space Assignment, Set-up, and Sanitation.
The Market Committee will determine the total number of vendors admitted each year and will assign space to each vendor.  In order to facilitate smooth set-up, ALL vendors must arrive and park in their designated space by 8 am.  Vendors who arrive later than 8 am will have to find street parking and walk their items in.  Vendors are responsible for cleaning their space each day following the market.  Vendors must remove all trash or produce debris and sweep if necessary so that the school sidewalk is kept tidy.     

9. Market Fees.

A non-refundable annual fee will be required for each vendor accepted to the market.  For vendors participating only in Summer Market, the  fee is $280.00.  For vendors participating year-round (i.e. both Summer and Winter Markets) the fee is $480.00.  The fees will be used for management costs, advertising, signage aimed at promoting the market, and will be used at the Market Committee’s discretion.  Any remaining funds will be donated to the Lafayette Home and School Association, which facilitates the market by providing space at Lafayette Elementary.  You must submit your check with the appropriate fee with this application in order to be considered for the upcoming season.  If you are not accepted to the market, your check will be voided and returned back to you at no charge.  Please make your check payable to: ““Broad Branch/Chevy Chase Farmer’s Market”
10. Business Documentation.

All vendors are required to provide proof of current business license and liability insurance policy.

2011 Market Agreement

1. Agreement to abide by Broad Branch/Chevy ChaseFarmer’s Market Rules 

This agreement made on the _____ day of _______, 2011 between the undersigned vendor and BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASEFARMER’S MARKET for the 2011 market season. By signing this agreement, the farmer/producer also agrees to be bound by the BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASEFARMER’S MARKET RULES, a copy of which is attached to this agreement.

2. Prepared food and value-added products

BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASEFARMER’S MARKET,consisting of the market committee, market master and other vendors, assumes no responsibility for the sanitary condition of prepared food and value-added products. All vendors who wish to sell prepared food or value-added products must obtain permits as required by the District of Columbia Department of Health and abide by any relevant federal, state and local regulations.

3. State and Federal Sales Tax

I am responsible for declaring and paying my state and federal sales tax on value-added items sold at BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASE FARMER’S MARKET. I understand that BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASE FARMER’S MARKET is not responsible for enforcing local and federal tax law.

4. Admission, Suspension and Termination

I acknowledge that admission to BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASE FARMER’S MARKET and market space assignments are made at the discretion of the Market Committee and the Market Master. Any violation of this agreement may result in the suspension or termination from BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASE FARMER’S MARKET at the discretion of the market manager and/or market committee.

5. Conflict Resolution

The market does not have the resources to pursue costly litigation. Therefore, I agree that as a condition of my BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASE FARMER’S MARKET participation, I will attempt in good faith to resolve any disputes through the process outlined in the Market Rules before resorting to any litigation.

6. Indemnification

I acknowledge full responsibility for all activities conducted throughout the term of the market and agree to indemnify and hold harmless BROAD BRANCH/CHEVY CHASE FARMER’S MARKETagainst any and all liability, loss, damage, expenses, suits, claims, penalties or judgments arising from injury to any person as a result of consuming food from the undersigned or as result of any negligence on the part of the undersigned.
